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Directions to Tomahawk from St. Paul

The simplest route involves approximately 2 1/2 hours driving time from Saint Paul. From St. Paul
take 35E north to Highway 8. Take Hwy 8 east to Hwy 53 north. About ten minutes past Rice Lake
on Hwy 53 you will find County Road V, turn right. Then you’ll turn left on County Road M a few
minutes further. A few miles will then bring you to County Road D; turn right, and follow it around to
the Long Lake Dam, (East Side Road) where you turn left. Follow signs on into camp (left on Elvers
Road, camp is marked with a sign directing campers into Tomahawk). Continue straight ahead on
Elvers Road until you see a large sign in the shape of the Scout sign on your left, turn left at the sign
and drive past the high ropes course and large climbing tower. The Berglund Welcome Center is lo-
cated at the first intersection, visitors can check in there and campers can follow the camp signs to
their respective camps (Chippewa, Sioux, White Pine or Navajo).
